De Vlaamse RugbyBond VZW organizes in 2006 the second international Beach Rugby Tournament, after a successful edition in 2005. All you need to know about the festival… in this document! 
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1. Presentation: 

The ‘Flemish Open Beach Rugby Tournament’ at the Belgian coast finds place from June 30th till July 2nd 2006 (Wenduine – De Haan, Flanders). International teams compete against each other, 5-a-side, in a wonderful décor. Purpose of the event is to stimulate rugby in Belgium and Europe by offering the participants a great international experience.

3. Sportive en practical aspects of the tournament

· Teams of 5 players + 3 reserves: continuously changing is allowed (more players in a team are allowed, but only 8 can play in 1 game)
· Games of 2x7 minutes

· Each team plays at least 7 games 

· Field: 40 x 25m

· First game-day (July 1st): first round games 

· Second game-day (July 2nd): final round games

· Ranking and game info are continually adjusted and displayed digitally. 

4. Camping

In 2006, we organize a camping for participants and their supporters. 

What you need to know:

· 15 minute walk from the tournament (pretty much as close as you can find accommodation around the tournament)
· Showers + toilets + light are foreseen

· For every (registered) team, an own standard camping spot will be reserved up till 10 persons (max. 4 tents). If the team needs more place, extra space on this camping spot can be reserved (each time 5 persons/2 tents).

· Standard camping spot: maximum 4 tents for 3 persons, or less tents for more persons. 

· If you want to install tents with capacity exceeding 10-12 persons, please contact the organization (safety instructions of the fire department). There should not be more than 4 tents on the camping spot due to the same reasons.
· Extra camping space can be reserved (see registration form) for every 2 extra tents or 5 persons.

· Attention: cars are only allowed on the camping by (first) arrival and (last) departure. Please park your car elsewhere during your stay in Wenduine (all parking spots in Wenduine are free).
· Registration for the camping: see attached registration form 

Costs:

· 1 night (Saturday):
60 euro for the standard camping spot (10 pers. /4 tents)





30 euro for every extra spot (each extra 5 pers. /2 tents)

· 2 nights (Fri +Sat):
100 euro for the standard camping spot (10 pers. /4 tents)





50 euro for every extra spot (each extra 5 pers. /2 tents)

Camping rules + map + route description will be sent to you after registration

5. Breakfast and Barbecue

Participants/supporters can have breakfast on the beach on Saturday and Sunday:
· Coffee, tea, juice and/or milk

· Bread + cereals

· Cheese, ham, salami, jam, chocolat…

Costs: € 5 pp./breakfast
Saturday night, there is barbecue on the beach at 7.30 pm. 3 pieces of meat (adults) or 2 pieces (children) + salad/sauce buffet.

Costs: € 12 (adults) / € 9 (children)
Registration for breakfast and barbecue ought to be done in advance by the registration form. Only then, we can guarantee you your food!

6. Registration

Register by completing the attached ‘Registration Form’ AND by paying the registration fee (100€/team + eventually camping/barbecue/breakfast). Please register before May 31st 2006. After this date, we can NOT guarantee your participation, unless you receive our approval.  

All the information for Registration is on the Registration form (also for camping and breakfast/ barbecue). After registration, you will receive your confirmation and additional information about the tournament. 
7. How to get there?

The ‘Flemish Open Beach Rugby Tournament 2006’ takes place on the beach between Wenduine and De Haan (Flanders).
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From UK/Ireland by car/bus: take the boat or train
You can come by car/bus when taking the boat to Callais/Dunkerque (from folkstone/Dover) or Oostende (from Ramsgate) or by taking the Chunnel to Callais.
Car/bus: 

Please check the ‘Route description’ in attachment for the directions towards the tournament.  
For travelers without car/bus:

Brussels South Airport is 150km from the tournament, Brussels international airport is 120 km. 
There are easy train connections from almost anywhere in Belgium towards Blankenberge or Ostend. From these cities, there are good tramway connections towards the tournament. 
Walking from Wenduine:

The tournament is only a few minutes away from the Wenduine city center (go direction ‘De Haan’). You can reach it via the beach or the road towards De Haan.
